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Alaska Facing Immunization Challenges:   
Funding Shortfall May Put Children and Seniors at 

Risk 

Alaska is facing a new challenge with providing im-
munizations to all children.  In the past 30-plus years, 

federal programs through the U.S. Public Health Ser-

vice Act, Section 317 provided funding for all required 

and recommended immunizations for both adults and 

children.  The federal funding is dwindling. 

 

What this means for SCHC… 
▪Vaccine costs will increase.   

▪This year alone the cost of adult vaccines was over 

$10,000. 

▪Verification of VFC  (Vaccines for Children)

eligibility will be vital prior to the patient’s visit. 
▪VFC vaccines and those purchased by SCHC will need 

to be kept separately.

FROM THE DISPENSARY 
Just a reminder that when you call in for a refill that it will take 3 working days to process your refill re-

quest.  This does not include Saturday, Sunday or Holidays. If you call your refill on Thursday it will 

be available after 4 pm the following Tuesday, Friday will be available after 4 pm on Wednesday, 

etc.  All refills are handled at the Talkeetna clinic.  Please specify which clinic you want to pick up 

your refills or which pharmacy you would like us to send them to.  Also when leaving a message on 

the refill line please spell your last name and give us your date of birth.  Many names sound the 

same and we want to make sure we are refilling for the right patient. 

And just a reminder that we can not refill a prescription from an outside provider.  Only prescriptions that have 

been  written by our providers can be refilled at our dispensary.   

PLEASE ARRIVE 10 minutes BEFORE your scheduled appointment for paperwork! 
All new patients will have two appointmentsÚone with the advocate for intake and one 
with the provider.  Missing the first will mean a rescheduling of the second as well.  
Established patients need to arrive 10 minutes before their appointment to complete paper 
work and meet with the advocate to update information.    
Patients arriving 10 minutes late will be rescheduled.
